The most wholesome food is the food from the first group. The thing is, nourishment like that 
suits all people – the sick, the healthy, the little and the old. Nonetheless, the second group will not do 
harm to healthy people too, especially if it is not consumed in a processed form.

future track depending on his dreams, knowledge, talents and gifts. Financial income and demand for 



the profession also matter. Correctly, chosen profession is quite fundamental to prosperity and career 
prospects. 

Why is aspiration for such 
professions observed among children – I don’t know. Maybe because such professions can be associated 
with something ethereal (unworldly) – ballerinas flutter in the air, and pilots fly in the sky. All children 
are dreamers and visionaries and do not like to sit at one place. However, after many years we 
understand that profession choice is wide and that in fact our whole future life depends on our choice. 
I want to end up doing a job that I like. Many of my friends consider only a lucrative profession. There 
is no denying that well-being is a significant thing. But I would sooner choose my labor of love than 
suffer a whole life long doing unfavourite job. It seems to me that the popularity for professions changes 
every year. Today it’s profitable to be a programmer, a lawyer and a doctor, tomorrow - a plumber, a 
driver and a cook. First of all, work has to make us happy. One, who does not love his work, will do it in 
bad faith.

Juridically the Queen has a lot of rights, but in fact 
she is only nominal chief of state, the royal powers 
and prerogatives are almost entirely in the hands of 
the Cabinet of ministers. 

32. How is the legislative power in the 
UK exercised? 

The legislative power in the country is exercised by 
the Parliament together with the Queen. The 
Parliament consists of two chambers: the House of 
Commons and the House of Lords. These two 
Houses are considered independent of each other, 
they are constructed on different principles, have 
separate residences and different powers. But in 
order that laws may be adopted, it is usually 
necessary that both Houses come to an agreement. 

33. What does the executive bodies in 
the UK consist of? 

The executive bodies consist of 1) the Cabinet and 
other ministers of the Crown who are responsible for 



directing national policy; 2) government 
departments, who are responsible for administration 
at the national level; 3) local authorities who 
administer and control many services at the local 
level; and 4) statutory boards, who are responsible 
for the operation of particular nationalized industries 
or public services. 

34. Is education compulsory in Great 
Britain? 

Education is compulsory for children from the age of 
five until the age of sixteen. This period of education 
aims to develop children for life and for work. 
Children develop language skills, numeracy, 
knowledge of science and a familiarity with 
technology. It also aims to develop children's minds 
and bodies through art classes, religious study and 
sport. 

35. What are the most prestigious 
universities in Great Britain? 

The oldest and most prestigious universities in Great 
Britain are Oxford and Cambridge. They were 
founded towards the end of the twelfth century and 
are often called collectively Oxbridge to denote an 
elitarian education. Both universities are 
independent. Only very rich and aristocratic families 
can afford to send their sons and daughters to these 
universities because the fee for study is very high. 

All Russian children have the right to education, but 
it is not only a right, it is a duty, too. Education in our 
country is compulsory and now lasts eleven years. It 
consists of primary education and secondary 
education.

THE ELECTROSCOPE 

An example of electrons and electric charges acting on one another is demonstrated by the action 
of an electroscope. 

An electroscope consists of two very thin gold aluminium leaves attached to the bottom of a 
metal rod. To prevent air currents from damaging the delicate metal-foil leaves, the rod and leaves are 
encased in a glass bottle, the rod projecting from the top through a rubber cork. 

To understand the operation of the electroscope, it is necessary to recall these facts: 
1. Normally an object has a neutral charge. 
2. Like charges repel; unlike charges attract. 
3. Electrons are negative. 
4. Metals have free electrons. 
Normally the metal rod of the electroscope has a neutral charge, and the leaves hang downward 

parallel to each other. Rubbing a piece of hard rubber with wool causes the wool to lose electrons to the 
rubber, the excess electrons on the rubber charging the rubber negatively. When such a negatively 
charged object is brought near the top of the rod, some of the free electrons at the top are repelled and 
travel down the rod, away from the negatively charged object. 

Some of these electrons force themselves onto one of the leaves, and some onto the other. Now 
the two leaves are no longer neutral but are slightly negative and repel each other, moving outward from 
the vertical position. When the charged object is removed, electrons return up the rod to their original 
areas. The leaves again have a neutral charge and hang down parallel to each other. 

Since the charged object did not touch the electroscope, it neither placed electrons on the rod nor 
took electrons from it. When electrons were driven to the bottom, making the leaves negative, these 
same electrons leaving the top of the rod left the top positive. The overall charge of the rod remained 
neutral. When the charged object was withdrawn, the positive charge at the top of the rod pulled the 
displaced electrons up to it. All parts of the rod were then neutral again. 

If a negatively charged object is touched to the metal rod, a number of excess electrons will be 
deposited on the rod and will be immediately distributed throughout the electroscope. The leaves spread 
apart. When the object is taken away, an excess of electrons remains on the rod and the leaves. The 
leaves stay spread apart. If the negatively charged electroscope is touched to a large body that can accept 
the excess free electrons, such as a person, a large metal object, or an earth, the excess electrons will 
have a path to leave the electroscope and the leaves will collapse as the charge returns to neutral. The 
electroscope has been discharged.
